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The swallow is a familiar summer visitor, characterised by its long tail streamers.
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GUIDELINES OVERLEAF

Breeding season:

Mid-May to mid-August.

Nest:

Nests in buildings, on a small ledge
including beams, 2–5 m off the
ground.

Winter: 

Migrates to Africa between late
August and early October.

In the summer prefers farmland
with grazed pastures and meadows.
Often seen hunting for insects over
fields, ponds and lakes, especially
where there are suitable nesting
areas.

Swallows depend entirely on flying
insects such as flies (mosquitoes and
midges included), mayflies etc.
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
